And when I am so sure of

my own power yon shonld not be afraid to trust
It,'' he said very sweetly, bat I was not convinced,

Tns SWINDLER'S CAKEER.
' Prof. Ernest Do Blanc, as he calls himself, Is

about fire feet four and a half inches In height.
He Is of rather heavy build—that Is, he Is not thin.
His black eyes are mounted with rather heavy eye-
brows. His hair, black In color, grows very thick
on the head and la slightly parted In the centre,
and his nose Is flat. His hands are large and he
wore a standing collar, a white waistcoat and
black coat and trousers. He talks with a French
accent, which is not so marked when he forgets
himself.

Ernest De Blane has not half as much personal
electricity as my cat, " Tlppecanoe," has on a
cold night. I knew his little scheme the moment
he took me Into his little parlor. It'a the most
simple thing Imaginable. There Is an electric bat-
tery concealed in the back hall, and a nickel-plated
spring at the aoor by which ho turns the electricity
off and on. In the much worn tag wbloh lies by
the bed lounge are some connecting wires,
very badly concealed, I must say. The rug
Is bound with rubber to make It non-conduc-
tive, to prevent the electricity from being
transmitted to anything else. The rug Is
divided directly In the centre with a broad band of
rubber. Very well, so far. Electricity Is positive
and negative. The Professor stands the patient
on the side of the rng charged wlttt the
negative electricity. He goes ln:o the
nail, sees tl.at his battery is all rlgnt,
stops at t ha door, and In the face of his patient
turns the nickel-plated knob, then plants himself
directly on tbe side of the rug charged with the
positive current. The patient feels the tingle of a
slight shock, which ho has the Impudence and
boldness to elalm comes from his own body. It
was such a glaring fraud that it made me dis-
gusted. When people will deceive, why rion't they
do something well, so that it gives one some work
to solve the trick?

This Is not Prof. Ernest De Blanc's first effort In
this line. A little of the history of his eventful
career In America may prove Interesting. The
first account I could find of him waa when he prac-
tised his arts In Portland, Ore., under the name of
Dr. Gelsmardo. While there he assaulted one of
his women patients and was Imprisoned. Next l
find he appeared In Ban Joi4, Cal., where be sud-
denly left town with trie money advanced for
treatments which people never received.

HI3 EEOAl'ADE AT TOLEDO.

He was next heard of In Toledo, O., where he
billed the town announcing hla lecture and enter-
tainment, bnt for some reason never appeared.
He next worked Detroit, Alien., bnt his success
was of Bhort duration, as nuown by the following
clipping from the Detroit free Press:

It will probably be remembered tnat a man calling
himself "Or. A. E. deiamardo. the world-renowned
electric and magnetic healer," some time since adver-
tised In this city that he vroulJ, with a talented com-
pany, present a nlay, written by himself, depleting bla
experience aa a condemned felon and oonvlot In the
Oregon Penitentiary. He filled a brilliant engagement
of one couaeoutrre night at tbe Detroit Opera-liouae and
them departed for fields and pastures new. On the 1st
ol tbla month he unlucky enough to marry at Chicago
Mrs. Kra La Gay, a wealthy widow with one child. He
Immediately went on the road with bis alleged drama
and wa« forced to duband liU company a day or two ago
at Aurora. 111. There are any number of tnlta against
bun, and lie has disanpeared, leaving no true behind,

DE TURNS Vf AT BUFFALO.
No longer ago than July 7 he made his ap-

pearance lu Buffalo under the name of Prof. Al-
bert Le Grand, Dia record there is briefly told in
the following telegram clipped from the Chicago
Uffula.

He had had a disagreement with his
father, so he said, arr/for that reason bad left
home, bnt wss given a large allowance by his In-
dulgent parents. Gelsmar's card contained a full-
rigged snip and was printed in both French and
English. The latter was:

So winning and persanslve did Geistrmr prove
himself tnat when he proposed a partnership In
the ship-chandler's business In that city between
himself and Mr. Lafferrandcrio It was gladly ac-
cepted. H was agreed, by reason of Gelsmar's
long apprenticeship in his father's shop, that he
snould conic to New York to make the ueccsiary
purchases. As a proof of good faith, Lafferran-
derlo \ras to advance Gelsmar $luo before his de-
parture, and on receipt of tne Invoices nnd the
policy of Insurance upon the merchandise, for-
warded by a reliable New York firm, Gclsmar wonld
receive a draft of $400.

Tnis waa followed by a polloy of insurance ot the At-
lantic and Mutual Insurance Company, No. 55,135, made
to Geiftnar £ Lafferranderie, and waa stated to cover a
shipment of horseshoe nails-and other goods shipped
upon the steamer Weetprn Metropolis. The policy WAI
signed by J. H. Ohapman, Secretary, and W. U, U,
Moore, President.
