Hardships of ft WorkiKsman "Without a
Homo or a Meal.

T.I t l i e Kil l tor of Tin- Woi-lil:
The charity of .supplying- srntllllous

I loaves of bread to the hungry has been
a. ji'odiiend to the east side poor, but
llipi-e Is another phase of poverty to
which .1 want to draw your attention.
Many men able and wi l l ing to work;
walk ei;j,bi, nine or ten mlleii In a (lay
si archill;.;' for employment and are ob-
liged at the close of tile day to Iind any
resting place they can for their weary '
bones.

To a workinyman accustomed to earn
his daily wages there is-only one alterna-
t ive l e f t . He must walk the, streets and
take an occasional snooze in one of the
parks or I'all back in the. sheltering door-
way unt i l a. policeman comes alon^r,

j when possibly in hi; yoes as a, suspicious
cbaracier. It imsi been my misfortune
to have had lo walk the streets of New
York for three nights.

The ilrst nlgti t—llr.st in my l i f e with-
out a bed—I. knew nol: what to do. I
walked up Jlroadway to Union Siiuaro
Park, \vhere i sat u t t e r l y wearied out
al ' ler an all day t ramp in ' quest of
work in every possible direction. With-
out having; had a.morsel to eat and over-
come by fatigue, It. did not take many
seconds before slumber was upon me,
and i enjoyed a few minutes' relief from
hunger and trouble and wan far from
the v,'earyln;j; influence}-! of this world.

"HV;iv; no sleepintr here—ffer. out,"
broke In on my dreams from a vigilant
'spin-row cop.' I had to 'get.' 1 then
walked over to the liowcry and paraded
that for some time, u n t i l 1 readied citv
.Hall , i then tried to get a secludeil
seat, where ponsibly 1 might be able to
get some sleep, that In case I cot work
In Ihe morning I might, be able to stick
Ihroi i j jh a day. But there was only a
J l f teen minutes ' intermission and J again
had to walk. What then was I to do?
Appl ica t ion to a. station-house was fn-

j tile, as a bollermaker who hail been
i H i t t i n g alongside of me told me he had
applied to two stat ions between 7 and 9
and he could not get into cither, tho
Viu H saying they were completely

This Is the plea I wish to bring be-
fore tlie charilubly Inclined of New
i orlv. And mind yon, I do not plead in

behalf of the habitual loafer, the pro-
fessional t ramp or the drunkard; I plead
lor the honest worklnsman who may ha
out of work, wi thout a. cent in his
puck-el , while wi l l ing and too ready to
jump at t l i e chance of earning a quarter,
lie Is obliged to I ramp tho streetH all
nlgl i i , wi thout food or warmth to keep
body and soul together.

Is il nol possible that The World,
which Inaugurated the free distribution
01 bread to families, can Iind a means of
a l levia t ing the suiTerliiBs of a far larger
number of wandering mechanics—and, I
repeat, men ready for work at a mo-
ment's notice—by providing a. shelter for
them at ii i i jht t ime?
